Dear Parents & Students—

 I would like to welcome you to the 7th annual “Summer School is Fun” basketball camp hosted 
by Willowcreek Middle School. There are a number of items that I would like to let you be aware of:
 

• The first day of camp is Monday, June 1st .
• The last day of camp is Friday, June 19th. 

• The morning camp is from 8 am till 11 am. Students may arrive at 
7:45 & need to be picked up by 11:30.                                                   
This camp is for current  4th & 5th grade students.

• The second camp is from 11:30 am till 2:30 pm. Students may arrive 
at 11:15 am and will need to be picked up by 2:35 pm. This camp is 
for current 6th—8th grade students.

• There may be a need to switch your student between sessions based on there abilities. 
• Please only use the EAST doors of the school when arriving/departing the camp. 
• The locker room will NOT be available for student use.
• Students will be given their reversible jersey the first day of camp. 
• Students are expected to be dressed daily in their reversible jersey, shorts, under shirt, and 

athletic shoes.  Frequent washing of these clothes would be appreciated by the coaches.
• Students are REQUIRED to come with a positive attitude & a willingness to work hard to learn 

ALL aspects of the game of basketball.
• If you feel this camp is not what you expected and you would like to drop out, you may talk only 

to     Coach Rawson by Wednesday, June 3rd, 2009 to receive a refund.
o Refunds will only be mailed home.
o Refunds are in full minus $20.

• There are no refunds after Wednesday, June 3, 2009.
o An exception may be made for a student with a serious injury or for unusual 

circumstances.
• If a student is removed from the camp, there is no refund.

o Mr. Browning (Principal) will have final say as to a student being removed from camp.
• There is no athletic trainer available.
• Students will be given credit based on their attendance. If a student needs to be gone, just let 

me know the reason when you can.
• Parents are welcome to come & observe the camp.
• Please do not send friends or relatives of camp participants to sit & watch.
